The Community Foundation for San Benito County received grant applications totaling
$1,367,000 for the Spring 2010 cycle, far exceeding its limited grant resources. The Grants Com-
mittee, supported by its six Field-of-Interest subcommittees, reviewed all applications, made many
difficult decisions and finally recommended the following grants which total $461,694.
